Align the Dante card with the plastic card guides in the open
slot. Insert the card until the rear panel is flush with the

amplifier.
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4. Secure the card in the slot using the two cover screws removed
earlier.

5.  Plug in the power cord and turn on the PowerMatch amplifier.

6. Using the front panel, navigate to the FIRMWARE VERSION
screen (MAIN MENU<UTILITY<FIRMWARE VERSION).

7. Confirm that the installed Dante card is identified in the LCD
screen:

If the card does not appear in the FIRMWARE VERSION
screen, repeat steps 1-7. Be sure that the card is completely
pushed into the slot, and that the card is properly aligned with
the card guides.
